Travelsin those years have taken Christian to many images/Blog | mages/show/uj1a
great golf courses throughout Missouri - including

prestigious courses in Jefferson City and St. Joseph - and this year he will bein the St.
Louis area. The tournament is moved to different locations, offering a degree of challenge
to golfers as they find themselves on unfamiliar courses.

On June 1, the 2011 MAGA State Qualifier was held at the Dalhousie Golf Club in Cape
Girardeau. Over 55 golfers were on site for the event, but only the top 24 would be
advancing to the MAGA State Tournament.

“| started off rough at the Dalhousie qualifier and was about six over through five holes,”
Christian recalled. “ Then | got my game lined out and actually shot pretty well on the
back nine.”

Kyle further noted that his play has continued to get better over the past two weeks and he
IS anxious to see how things go in the state tournament.

The MAGA State Tournament begins Monday (June 20) in Augusta, MO, at the Boone
Valley Country Club near Chesterfield, Mo.

“The courseisredly great asthey have bent grass from the tee box all the way to the
greens,” Christian added. “It will be a pretty neat experience”.

The tournament expects to host over 140 golfers from throughout Missouri. Each golfer is
guaranteed a minimum of two rounds of stroke play. At the end of the second day, the top
64 players will advance to the match play (the golfer with the best score on the hole gets a
point; at the end of the round, the player with the most points wins) portion of the
tournament. Head-to-head 18-hole match play will continue until the championship on
Sunday, when the two top leaders will compete in a 36-hole match to determine the state
champion.
