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Bearcats L ook For Balance, Leadership In 2011

For a coach, it’s always hard to try and rebuild a team after having a big senior class. The
difficulty is compounded when you' re replacing the team’ s leading scorer and rebounder,
and even more so when its the same person - but that’ s exactly what Rob Nichols and the
Dexter Bearcats are out to do this season.

The player in question is Alan Flannigan - the six-foot seven post averaged a double-
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double (22 points, 12 boards) last season, and was the leader of the team in both the stats
book and in spirit. Arguably the best basketball player to come through DHS since Brett
Hale, Flannigan is currently playing Division-1 ball at Lafayette College.

“Alan’s definitely agreat player - alot of the other kids just gravitated to him,” Nichols
said. “They tried to let him do histhing, even if they weren’'t consciously doing it. They
wanted to make sure in atough situation, he had the ball. | think they can do more than
what they did offensively, and | think we can show that this year. He averaged 22 points a
game last year, and he earned every one of them.”

Despite losing six seniors last season, the * Cats return three of their starters and a player
that came in off the bench frequently.

“We return three starters - Jordan Fitts, Jake Lee, and Tyler Miller. Chase Y oung played
guite a bit last year, and he's asolid guard,” Nichols continued. “We're not very big, six-
two, six-three is about as big as we go, so we' re going to have to change the way we play
abit offensively and do some different things.”
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Miller, a6’ 2" forward, averaged 8 points and 4 boards per game, but he had a propensity
to pick up the team with big buckets when they were needed in hisjunior year. Lee,
cominginat 6’3", averaged 6 points and rebounds a game, and Fitts, a5’ 7" guard,
averaging 5.6 points and 1 rebound per game.

The Bearcats might not have a‘star player’ like the had the last few years - instead, the
team is comprised of playersthat have arole and know it.

Jake' s really an emotional leader - he' s afiery kid, wears his emotion on
his sleeves, and they’ |l have to step up alot in scoring and rebounding,” Nichols said.
“We expect Chaseto step in at point guard and be ateam leader running the point. Brad
Potts is coming up off JV, and he'll see sometime. We're going to dress two sophomores
on Varsity that will play key rolesin D.J. Dowdy and Cody Neldon, and then there's our
big guys, Jonathan Page and Tyler Wilson. Everybody has arole that they’ Il need to

play.”



“We'll definitely have to be more balanced in scoring, do some different things
offensively, and | think these kids can step up and do it,” he continued. “1 don’t think
we' re as deep as we were last year. |I'd say we were eight deep, but that eighth guy can
change every night. We're not a deep team that can go 10 or 12 deep on anightly basis.”

The * Cats open the 2011-2012 campaign with two of the toughest teams on the schedule -
Charleston and Sikeston. Nichols noted the challenge of opening the season with two
opponents this difficult, but he thinks histeam’s ‘ under the radar’ status right now could
help them early.

“1t gives them a good measuring stick of where they are - if you've got ayoung team like
this, sometimes it can be better to play some teams early where you' re the favorite, but
it"ll give us agood gauge for the season,” he said. “We're kind of an unknown, it was
hard to get them together during the summer - had kids playing baseball and football - but
to me, even in my mind, we're an unknown until we play that first game.”

“Everybody around here says the top two teams around here are Sikeston and
Charleston,” Nichols continued. “1f we're an unknown commodity now, we'll be known
after the first two weeks.”
