The Bulldogs relied on their outstanding perimiter shooting alot lessin this contest - they
hit only 3 three-pointers, opposed to 7 in the last meeting. Sikeston had four in double
figures: Vashawn Ruffin and Terry Jamison each had 13, MarKeith Fratcher had 12, and
Kil’Ron Coleman chipped in 11.

Jake Lee and Tyler Miller were the only Bearcats with more than four points; the two
seniors knocked down 12 and 11, respectively.

The Bulldogs jumped out to a 25-12 lead at the end of the first quarter, and a 20 point
effort in the second carried them to a45-21 lead at the half.

The * Cats were held to single digit scores in the second, third, and fourth quarters, with
Sikeston’s 17 in the fourth was their lowest total of the night.

The * Cats were held to just 5 points in the fourth quarter to seal the 80-34 final.
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The Bearcats fall to 0-3 on the season with the loss. They will be in action again tonight,
when they face off against the Jackson Indians in the consolation bracket of the SEMO
Tournament.
