Lady Miners Use Hot Start To Down UIS

ROLLA - The Lady Miners (14-6, 9-4 GLV C) scored the game'sfirst 10 points and 16 of
the first 18 forcing UIS (8-13, 3-10 GLVC) to take two timeoutsin the first five minutes
of the contest. S& T made 7 of itsfirst 11 field goal attempts and never looked back.

The Prairie Stars cut it to 10 twice but each time the Lady Miners answered. The lead
grew to 39-20 on a layup by Hailee Parks (Sullivan, Mo./Sullivan) with less than three
minutes to play in the opening frame. UIS cut it to 16 on alayup by Mallory Beck with
1:35 to play, but Toni Knar (Mundelein, Ill./Mundelein) buried her third trey of the half
extending the margin back to 19 with 1:18 |eft. Bailey Beale made a pair of free throws
with 0:35 left to make it a17 point contest at the break.

S& T shot 65.4 percent (17-for-26) in the opening stanza and was led by Knar's nine
points. Parks, Courtney Kemp (Fredricktown, Mo./Fredricktown) and Katelyn Heil
(Dexter, Mo./Dexter) added eight each. The Lady Miners were 5-of-6 from downtown
and 7-for-9 at the charity stripe.

The Prairie Stars shot just 29 percent (10-0of-35) in the opening frame and were 7-of -8 at
the foul line. Mallory Beck led them with 10 points off the bench. Alyssa Palmer had five
points while Beale and Megan Bergerud had four each.

UIS cut S& T's halftime lead to 12 on a pair of free throws from Elizabeth Kelly with
15:16 to play. The Lady Miners responded by scoring 11 of the next 13 points over the
next three minutes to build its largest lead of the contest.
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It would stay that way for the remainder of the game as the two sides traded baskets over
thefinal 12 minutes as S& T scored a season-high 89 points in the contest.

The Lady Miners also recorded season-highsin field-goals made (32), field-goal
percentage (59.3 percent), assists (21) and blocked shots (8).

Julie Meyer (Marthasville, Mo./St. Francis Borgia) led five S& T playersin double figures
with 15 points. Kemp dropped in 14, Knar and Parks had 12 apiece while Quintonia
Evans (Evansville, Ind.) had 10. Meyer also had eight rebounds.

The Prairie Stars shot 56 percent in the second half to finish the contest at 40.3 percent
(25-for-62). Palmer scored a game-high 20 points. Beale dropped home 17 while Beck
finished with 15.

The Lady Miners are back at home on Tuesday evening when they host future GLVC
member McKendree University in a non-conference contest beginning at 7 p.m.

'Pards Roll To Win Over Navy

EASTON, Pa. - Lafayette held anine-point lead at halftime and never looked back,
defeating Navy 62-41 on Saturday afternoon at Kirby Sports Center. Nick Petkovich
scored 11 points off the bench to lead three Lafayette players in double figures.

Lafayette (10-13, 5-3) limited Navy to a season-low 41 total points and held the Mids (3-
19, 0-8) to 17 second-half points, tying the lowest scoring output by an opponent in any
half this season. Both previous lows occurred at Holy Cross on Jan. 19. The last time

L afayette held and opponent to 41 points or fewer was Jan. 14, 2004 when it defeated
Army 76-40.

Following a sloppy start by each team through the first 12 minutes of the opening half,
Petkovich gave Lafayette a19-12 lead after scoring on consecutive possessions. The
senior connected on his second trifecta of the contest and then followed Jim Mower’s
miss with arebound and tip-in to give Lafayette a seven-point lead at 6:30.

Tony Johnson forced Navy’s 11th turnover of the first half, streaked ahead of the pack
and laid-in a basket to give Lafayette a 25-15 lead with less than four minutes remaining.
After Jordan Sugars hit one of two from the line, Ryan Willen knocked down athree to
put the home team up 28-16. The Leopards took a 33-24 lead into the break after shooting
52 percent from the field in the first 20 minutes.

Willen' stwo handed lay-in at 14:52 handed L afayette a 42-28 advantage. Two
possessions later, Willen found Les Smith open in the corner where Smith drained a three
to give the Leopards a 17-point lead and cap a 10-0 spurt. The Mids scored the next five
points to pull within 12, but wouldn’t get any closer during the final 12 minutes.

After Navy’s mini 5-0 run, Lafayette scored 10 straight points, punctuated by Petkovich’s
straightaway triple, to take its largest lead to that point at 55-33.
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Willen and Seth Hinrichs each finished with 10 points in the victory while Johnson scored
eight points and dished out six assists. Willen also grabbed a game-high six rebounds,
L afayette won the battle on the glass, 30-25, and forced 20 Navy turnovers.

L afayette returns to the floor on Wednesday when it travelsto West Point, N.Y. to play
Army at 7 p.m.

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Bearcats Remain Unbeaten In SCAA Play

Bearcats Remain Unbeaten In SCAA Play

The Dexter Bearcats and Advance Hornets took to the floor of the Bearcat Event Center
on Friday night; the matchup was what many expected in the championship game of last
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week's SCAA Tournament, but the Hornets were upset by Bernie in the semifinal round.
The Bearcats were able to remain a perfect 6-0 in SCAA play after asolid defensive
performance that led to a 75-47 victory over the Hornets.

"There were timesin the first half where we didn't play really well," Dexter coach Rob
Nichols said after the game, "but | thought right at the start of the first quarter, and in the
last three minutes of the half, we played really well, and the whole second half we played
really well."

The Bearcats used a 20-2 run to start the contest and build a sizable lead after the first
guarter, but the Hornets battled back in the second, and got within seven points of Dexter
midway through the frame.

"We were really aggressive against their pressin the first quarter and got some easy |ooks,
and we built that big lead and started settling, trading baskets for a bit," Nichols
commented. "We started playing too fast and made some turnovers, but all in al | was
really pleased with their effort. They tried to execute all night and played really hard."

The Bearcats jumped out to abig lead early after steals from Jordan Fitts, Tyler Miller,
and Chase Y oung in the full-court press turned into easy layups. Ethan Barr dropped in a
layup for the Hornets at the 4:30 mark for their first points of the game, but Fitts drained a
trey to give the 'Cats a 15-2 advantage. Miller got hot from the perimeter late in the first,
and his two threes gave the 'Cats a 25-10 lead at the end of the opening frame.

Barr cleaned up the glass for the Hornets in the second, and his three offensive
rebound/stickbacks helped spark a brief comeback by the Hornets. Hunter Wilson
knocked down athree at the 2:00 mark to pull the Hornets within seven, but Miller
answered with his third trey of the night to help push the 'Cats to a 14 point advantage at
halftime.

The Bearcats switched into a zone defense early in the third quarter and shut the Hornets
down. Wilson added another trey in the third, and Lane Below put together six point
effortsin both the third and fourth quarters, but the 'Cats overwhelmed Advance with
great defense and secured the 75-47 victory with arunning clock in the fourth.

"We'd changed defenses several times, and there in the mid third quarter we got severa
turnovers out of just playing azone,” Nichols said of the second half defensive
performance. "We'd switched back and forth from man to zone about every two or three
possessions, and it gave them trouble."

"Tyler getsit off quick; he doesn't need alot of time to
shoot the ball, and when he's shooting it well, it brings another dimension to thisteam. He
played really well tonight."

In the JV contest, the 'Cats continued to show signs of improvement and picked up a48-
27 win. Sophomore D.J. Dowdy, who plays on both levels, led the young 'Cats with 16
points. Devin Hampton netted seven, while Stevie Payne and Nick Noble added six points
each.

The Bearcats will be in action again on Tuesday night, when they face the Bell City Cubs
for the Stoddard County Conference Championship. The 'Cats already hold a 90-47
victory over the Cubs from the first round of the SCAA Tournament.

"We play Bell City on Tuesday night," Nichols said, "and if we can win that game, wel'll
be 7-0 in the conference and have the regular season and tournament championships;
that's something that would be great for our seniors."
