Saints Down Lincoln In Home Opener

ST. LOUIS - Maryville pushed across three runsin the bottom of the third for all the
offense it would need and cruised to a 7-0 victory over Lincoln in the home opener for the
Saints. Three Maryville pitchers combined to shut out the Blue Tigers.

Bryce Bastien drew a leadoff walk to start the third inning, and Colby White beat out a
bunt to put the first two runners aboard. Nick Little sacrificed both runnersinto scoring
position. Andrew Naegeli followed with an infield hit to third to load the bases. Jared
Green, who went 3-for-4 on the day, laced an RBI single to left and the ball bounced
away from Lincoln’sfielder as all three runs came around to score.

Maryville starter Brandon Sarkissian held the Blue Tigersto just two hits and did not
allow arun over four innings. Brett Hancock came on in the fifth inning and also shut
down the Lincoln attack over the next four frames to pick up the win. The Saints stretched
out their lead with asingle tally in the sixth. Mike Wilkinson reached on afielder’s
choice, and Bastien was safe after a Lincoln fielding error. Colby White's grounder plated
Wilkinson as the Saints went up 4-0.

Maryville put the game away with three runs in the seventh. Naegeli and Green had back-
to-back singles, and Kyle Kinyon’s walk |oaded the bases.

Dexter native Bob Miller’s RBI single pushed across a run, and the Saints added another
tally when Green scored on a Lincoln miscue at the plate. Wilkinson lifted a sac fly to
right to bring home the final run of the game for the Saints.
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Matt Staback retired the final three batters as the Saints (1-3) picked up their first win of
the season. Lincoln tried to get its running game going but Kinyon would not allow the
Blue Tigers (0-7) to do so. The Saints catcher threw out four potential base stealersin the
game, including two in arow in the sixth inning, to stymie Lincoln on the base paths.

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Taylor, Lady Owls Advance To AMC Semifinal

FULTON - In the third meeting of the season between the schools, the William Woods
University women's basketball team held Missouri Baptist to just six field goal makesin
the second half en route to a 63-41 win. Megan Aubuchon (Old Monroe, Mo.) finished
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one block shy of a school single-game mark with eight and wasin sight of atriple-double
with eight points and eight rebounds on the evening as well.

The game didn't get off to the most auspicious of starts for the Owls, as Missouri Baptist
controlled the opening tap and jumped out to a5-8 lead. A pair of 3-pointers from the
Spartans bookended a second-chance layup from lesha McDaniel to build the margin.

But WWU bounced back, uncorking an 18-4 run to turn a three-point deficit into an 11-
point advantage. The run was sparked by the first of three first-half rejections by
Aubuchon, as she swatted the ball into the hands of Sharron Andrews (Oakland/Hayward,
Calif.). Andrews found Blake French (St. Charles, Mo.) in transition for the layup to put
the Owlsin fron 9-8 with 16:12 on the clock and WWU never trailed again in the game.

It wasn't smooth sailing all the way for William Woods, however, as the Spartans
threatened to close the gap going into halftime. After rolling to a 23-12 lead with 11:47 to
go, WWU didn't score for nearly seven minutes, as MBU whittled away at the lead.

The Spartans came as close as 23-21 with 5:10 to go, as Mandy Kirby rattled home a pair
of free throws, but the Owls rediscovered the range and took a 29-23 lead into the locker
room at halftime. French kept the Spartans from closing to a single point, with a huge
block on aKirby 3-pointer with 1:42 |eft.

In the second half, the Owls just overpowered the Spartans, keeping MBU off the board
for the first four minutes of the period and allowing just 10 points on two field goal makes
over thefirst 10:00. As the Owls coasted to the win, MBU was able to manage a
consolation bucket with 32.4 seconds | eft.

All but three WWU players scored in the contest, with Katie Scherder (Bowling Green,
Mo.) leading all scorerswith 12. Andrews chipped in 10 on the night, with Ashlee Taylor

PARK HILLS- Riley Owens dropped in alayup for the Park Hills Central Lady Rebelsin
the first 30 seconds of Wednesday night's Class 4 Sectional matchup with the Dexter
Lady Bearcats - it would be the Rebels only lead for the rest of the night.

Despite a sluggish start, the Lady Bearcats were able to keep their Show Me Showdown
hopes alive with a 64-49 victory. Even with playoff experience, head coach Chad Allen
attributed his young team's slow start to nerves.

"It looked like we came out alittle nervous, which is to be expected alittle bit. We tried to
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rely on Brittany Harris most of the first half, and we weren't very aggressive offensively,”
he said. "Give Park Hills credit - | thought they came out and really battled hard. | thought
conditioning was a big factor, a big key to this game."

Harris was the lifeblood of the Bearcat offense, accounting for over 50 percent of her
team'sfirst half points on the way to a 25 point, 14 rebound double-double.

"She put us on her shouldersin thefirst half," Allen said of the junior. "We got into
halftime and talked about it for alittle bit, said we couldn't keep relying on Brittany. |
thought the girls responded really well, and looked much more aggressive in the second
half."

The Lady Bearcats took the lead on a Harris layup at 5:08 in the first, and never gave it
back. Alison Jarrell knocked down athree late in the first to push the 'Catsto a 15-11
advantage.

Briley Merritt hit atrey for Park Hills at the 5:15 mark in the second, but Jarrell answered
on the next possession. A three point play from Mackenzie Jones pulled the Rebels within
one with just over 40 seconds left in the half, but Erika Cobb buried a three to put DHS up
by four at the half.

The Lady Bearcats, much like in Friday's Class 4, District 1 Championship game against
Notre Dame, came out with another level of intensity on the defensive side of the court in
the third quarter.

limited them to four points,” Allen said of the second-half defensive resurgence. "l
thought we really got after it defensively, and alot of it came down to conditioning. We
wore Park Hills down, especially going up and down the floor so much in the first half,
and | thought that was the biggest key to our win tonight."

A layup from Harris and trey from Hannah Noe sparked the Lady Bearcats offense in the
second half, and a deep two from Mollie Whitehead |ate in the frame nudged the 'Cats to a
49-34 advantage heading into the fourth.

Katelynn Frazier dropped in four points in the fourth quarter, and had a chance for athree
point play, but just missed the free throw. Jarrell knocked down her third trey of the
contest at the 3:45 mark, and the Lady 'Cats were able to run their delay game for the rest



of the contest to take the 64-49 win.

Owens and Skaggs combined 34 of the Rebels' 49 points in the contest. Allen noted the
duo as his squad's defensive focus in the game.

"We talked about them all week, about how we were going to limit them," he said.
"Owens s so hard to stop - one on one, she's so hard to stop. She's a good shooter, and
she'svery fast - I'd say she was as fast as [Summer] Burger from Notre Dame, just alot
bigger. It was tough for our guards to handle her, but they did a good job."

With the win, the Lady 'Cats will advance to the quarterfinal round of the MSHSAA Class
4 bracket, where the will face off against Miller Career Academy - Miller picked up a 69-
56 win over Pacific in their sectional matchup. The Phoenix were able to hand the Lady
'Cats their first loss of the season in the finals of the Farmington Invitational Tournament
on Dec. 3.

"They're big, and last time we played them we got beat by 17," Allen said. "We didn't
play well that game, so hopefully this time we can give them a better game. There's no
doubt in my mind that we can beat them, but we'll have to be much more aggressive
offensively."

The Bearcats and Phoenix will rematch on Saturday, March 3 at the Farmington Civic
Center. The winner of the contest will move on to the final four and play in the Show Me
Showdown, held at Mizzou Arena.

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Lady 'Cats See Playoff Action Tonight

The Dexter Lady Bearcats, fresh off their second straight Class 4, District 1 title, are
hitting the road tonight to take on the Park Hills Central Lady Rebelsin MSHSAA
Sectional action.

The Lady 'Cats have been hard at work preparing for the 20-7 Lady Rebels since their big
win on Friday night over rival Notre Dame.

"We've just been working on preparing for Park Hills, going over all their offensive
plays," LBB head coach Chad Allen said after Tuesday's practice. "They are pretty skilled
offensively. They shoot well from the perimeter, they have a couple girlsthat are pretty
guick and can take you off the dribble. They don't have alot of size, but they arereally
scrappy and like to get after you."

"They'll definitely be atough team,” he added. "WEe'll have to show up and be ready to
play.”

Thisyear's Lady Rebel squad is quite similar to the Lady Bearcats from last year - severd
of their key contributors are freshman, and they flew under the radar on their way to the
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Class 4, District 2 championship.

"They're young, just like us. They have afreshman point guard, Mackenzie Jones, and
she's really composed and really tough. Y ou wouldn't think she was a freshman based on
how she plays,” Allen noted. "Sydney Skaggs, a’5'10" freshman, she's long and lean and
very active. She's a great shooter, and both of them are good players. It'slike our girls
were |ast year - they improved so much over the course of the season, and that's what
these girls have done."

"They lost four games early on, and really started improving as ateam. A lot of that was
getting those freshman experience, which is the same thing that happened to us last year,"
he continued. "They're getting experience, and it's definitely paying off."

Theroleswill be reversed in the sectional matchup from last season, when the Lady
Bearcats took on a seasoned Farmington squad. Thistime, the Lady Bearcats are the
seasoned veterans, while Park Hills enters the playoffs for the first time since the 2006-
2007 season.

"I think that helps. | always feel that getting experience in playoff games will help you the
next year," Allen said. "For us, getting in that sectional game last year, it was alearning
experience. Farmington put it on us, but they had alot of experience and seniors on that
team last year. Heading into sectional play this year, we've got that experience from last
year, and hopefully it will help us get through this game.”
