'Cats Drop Heartbreaker With Notre Dame

CAPE GIRARDEAU - With two swings of the bat in the bottom of the sixth inning, the
Dexter Bearcats four run lead was erased and by the Notre Dame Bulldogsin the
semifinal round of the SEMO Conference tournament.

"That was as tough a loss as you can have right there. We had the number one team, both
in this tournament and in the state, beat," head coach Brian Becker said. "We just let ‘'em

off the hook. That's what we talked about after the game: we hope we get another shot at

them, but next time we won't let them off the hook."

The 'Cats held a comfortable 9-5 lead over the top-seeded Bulldogs going into the sixth
inning; starter Brad Potts (5.1 IP, 9 H, 3 ER, 4 K, 2 BB) was still on the mound, but gave
up aone-out walk to Justin Landawee. Becker opted to make a pitching change, and put
Jordan Miller on the mound.

Miller struggled to find the strike zone, and after two walks and the heart of Notre Dame's
lineup coming up, Becker opted to put Josh Overall on the mound with one out and the
bases |oaded.

Overdl'sfirst pitch to Cody Heisserer (1-4, 4 RBI, 1 R) went over the |eft-center fence for
agrand slam. Overal's third pitch, this time to Jesse Schott (4-4, 4 RBI, 3R, 2 HR),
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resulted in a deep solo shot to left-center to give the Bulldogs a 10-9 lead that they would
hold for the rest of the game.

Despite the tough loss, Becker was pleased with his pitching staff's effort throughout the
contest.

"Potts threw outstanding; he was a little shaky in the first inning, giving up that leadoff
double, but after that he settled in and did a great job," he said. "Y ou have to give credit to
Notre Dame; they had the right hitters up at the right time, and they knocked a couple out
of the park in arow on us. Josh can't hang his head about that; he's got to pick his head
back up and keep going. He might wind up on the mound again Monday, so he's got to
put this behind him real quick."

The Bulldogs added two runs in the bottom of the third, and both teams were blanked in
the fourth inning. Potts led off with atriple in the fifth inning and was driven in by

Y oung. Dowdy came through with another long single to score Y oung and give the 'Cats
a9-4 lead.

Lefty reliever Jonathan Lynch entered the game in the sixth for the Bulldogs, and retired
the Bearcats in order in the sixth. The Bearcats had the tying run on base after a two-out
walk to Miller in the top of the seventh, but the Lynch forced a pop-out to center to end
the game.

"We played good baseball for the most part; there in the first inning, we got down three



runs on them but we came back and took the lead against avery good pitcher," Becker
said. "Heisserer is one of the best pitchers in Southeast Missouri, but we had him on the
ropes all day. We got to him early and knocked him out of the game in the third, and we
kept adding on to it. We just didn't close the deal today."

SIKESTON - A squeeze play in the third inning would give the Dexter Bearcats a 5-4
lead that they never gave up in the opening round of the 2012 SEMO Conference
Tournament.

With the bases |oaded and no outs, senior Owen Flowers laid down a perfect bunt on the
third base line to drive home Logan Northern and take a 5-4 lead.

"I don't know how gutsy it was, but it was the right thing to do at the time," head coach
Brian Becker said of the play. "Owen's been doing a great job of getting bunts down for
us al year, and he got a good one down there and got us the lead."

The 'Cats would add ten more runsto their total to end the game after the sixth inning due
to the ten-run rule and complete the upset of the No. 4 Sikeston Bulldogs. Becker noted
that his squad felt slighted after being ranked fifth in the tournament, despite holding a
regular-season victory over Sikeston.

"That feels good. We had a good week of practice; whenever the kids found out that we
were the five seed, they felt alittle disrespected,” he said. "That's the best week of
practice we've had in along time, and we came out on a mission today. I'm proud of
them."
