With starting quarterback, Peyton Pollock, out for the game, D.J. Dowdy stepped up and
gave his all Friday night against the Bluejays.  "We knew going in it was going to be a
close game.

It was quite the team effort tonight and if the Bearcats continue they will continue to be a
successful football team.

Dexter was great on the field with 22 first downs and passing for 291 yards.  Total yards
for the night were 399.

This is one for Bearcat history and with an on the
road win. "
