Carson Dean had 16 carries for 112 yards along with D.J. Dowdy who carried the ball for
14 yards.  Jonathan Foels had nine catches for 117 yards.  Tim Spence had six catches for
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106 yards.

It was quite the team effort tonight and if the Bearcats continue they will continue to be a
successful football team.

"Ethan Stevens threw some and D.J. Dowdy has experience.  With the field in their hands
something great was going to happen.  Carson Dean got over 100 yards and I expect great
things to come from this sophomore," commented Peden

Dexter was great on the field with 22 first downs and passing for 291 yards.  Total yards
for the night were 399. Way to go Bearcats!

They just
did an absolutely awesome job tonight!  This is one for Bearcat history and with an on the
road win. "

Dexter (2-5) will be back in action on Friday night when they travel to Park Hills to battle
with Central High School (7-0).
