Since Betais known for their motto “Lead by Serving Others’, there are awards known as
the John W. Harris Awards that are handed out each year. Across the country, there are
only twenty-five given to Beta members each year. Bell City was given this award for
their outstanding leadership throughout the year. Bell City raised over $2,000 out of the

Childrens' Hospital.
