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Dexter School Board Hires Mitch Wood as New Superintendent

Dexter, Missouri - The Board of Education of the Dexter R-XI School District has
voted to employ Mitchell D. Wood as the Superintendent of Schools, effective
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July 1, 2015.

Mitchell has been serving as Superintendent of the Oran R-3 District since 2004.
Prior to becoming Superintendent at Oran, he was a Teacher, Coach, and
Activities Director from 1992-1999 and served as Jr. High/High School Principal in
the same district from 1999-2004 for a total of 23 years in the Oran District. Prior
to going to Oran he was a teacher and coach at Hayti from 1989-1992.

Mr. Wood earned a Bachelor’'s Degree in Physical Education from Arkansas State
University, a Masters Degree in Educational Administration and Specialist in
Educational Leadership from Southeast Missouri State University and is currently
working toward a Doctorate from William Woods University with an anticipated
completion date in 2015.
