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Bailee Williams recorded a team-high seven assists.  Garrison and Julia Hahn
recorded five assists.

Brittany Brown led the Lady Cats with a team-high nine digs.  Garrison and
Williams added seven digs each and Hahn recorded six digs.

“We moved our block,” Morgan said of adjusting to Jackson’s hitting. ”We were
standing behind our block some so our defense needed to get away because you
don’t want to ever be behind your block.  We got away from that.”

“What I told the girls is ‘we got some blocks, but blocking is still something we
have got to work on and get batter at’, continued Morgan.  “We are not closing
our block like we need to.  Once we start closing that block it is going to make a
big difference because we will get some blocks and get some hands on some
blocks.  Our goal is for our blockers to get ahead on every ball so it slows it down
for the defense.”

“Jackson is a good team,” Morgan said.  “They dug up some balls, hit some balls
and got to some balls.  They are a very good team and it was good for us to get a
win over them.”
