23-yard line with 1:34 remaining on the clock.

Ethan Stevens with the "quarterback keeper" on the next play ran for a 77-yard
touchdown securing the win for the Bearcats.  He ran in for the two point conversion
giving Dexter a 10 point lead with 1:33 left on the clock.

"Gabe did a great job in limited action," stated Peden.  "His fumble recovery was a huge
play that sealed the victory for us."
