The No. 8 seeded Lady Tigers gave everything they had in the opening round staying
within just a few points through the first quarter and well into the second period before
the Lady Cats stepped up and started knocking them down after the half gaining a 24
point lead before emptying the bench in the 4th quarter.

They
have to make up their minds that they want to win and get after it. We just talked to them
in the locker room about that."

"I thought we were more active in the second half," continued Allen. "We got off to a
good start in the 3rd quarter and made a good run. Then they got afew on us there at the
end. Defensively we have got to match up better. We need to know who our shooters are
and we have got to go cover."
