CONTINUES FOR FRIDAY NIGHT, ESPECIALLY ALONG AND NORTH OF A
LINE FROM PERRYVILLE, MISSOURI EASTWARD ACROSS THE 1-64
CORRIDOR OF SOUTHERN ILLINOISINTO SOUTHWEST INDIANA. RAIN IS

EAST AT 75 MPH. THESE STORMSHAVE A HISTORY OF PRODUCING HAIL UP
