Ross Dare has been selected among 330 sophomores statewide to participate in the
Missouri Scholars Academy this summer, the first Poplar Bluff High School student in
several years to achieve this prestigious honor, according to the Counseling Department.

Selection to the three-week residential program held at the University of Missouri campus
in Columbiais based on PSAT scores, grade point average, an 1Q test, student essays and
letters of recommendation.

“Missouri Scholars Academy will give Ross new opportunities to challenge himself
intellectually and new venues for his curiosity to flourish,” wrote Joshua Allen, Ross
choir teacher. “He s, ssimply stated, the type of student for whom MSA was created.”

During the academy which begins Sunday, June 10, Ross will select a major, a minor, as
well asasocia class tailored toward the academically gifted.
