It is
difficult to predict where we will be in two days, much less two weeks from now. With
that being said, we tentatively plan on welcoming students back on ?April 6, 2020?. We
appreciate your understanding and will continue to monitor the ever-changing situation. If
that date changes, we will communicate all updates with our families.

Our decision was made after consultation with local health officials about the need to
practice social distancing and to limit gatherings of large groups in order to decrease the
risk to our most vulnerable populations as well as reduce the burden on the healthcare

We will continue to share information as it becomes available.

Beginning Monday, March 23, 2020, the school district will run a pick up/to go breakfast
and lunch bags which will be free to all students. We are currently working on the details
such astime and location and will communicate that information to you by the end of this
week.

We know that you have many questions, and we will do our best to address your
concerns. We are working on how to address questions and concerns and will continue to
keep you informed. We appreciate your patience and support as we move forward
together.
