“She worked
hard all summer, training consistently and setting an example for her teammates
with her effort and determination. Her hard work paid off as she became the only
Poplar Bluff runner to earn All-Conference honors in 2024. Wren’s commitment
and positive attitude has motivated her team and made her a key part of their
success.”
